A Complete Wedding Invitation Suite

A wedding invitation suite consists of all the stationery pieces you will want to set the style of and share
important details about your special day. A complete suite begins with a save the date (STD) card,
typically sent out from 6 to 9 months ahead of your wedding date as a courtesy to guests for travel plans
and other arrangements. The invitation, which goes into the mail about 6-8 weeks prior to your
wedding, includes at a minimum:

e Invitation card with the date, time and location of your ceremony

e Reception card with the same information for your reception

e Response card (this may or may not include menu selections)

You can also choose to include these additional wedding suite components with your invitation:

e Menu cards. These may be printed for your wedding event itself to be used at tables, or
included with your invitation for guests to make selections ahead of time (for formal sit down
dinners).

e Direction cards. These are particularly useful for out of town guests and for separate ceremony
and reception venue locations.

How to Choose an Invitation Style

e Start with what inspires you. Will your wedding take place during a certain season? Does your
chosen venue evoke a certain feel? Is there a symbol, image or theme that captures your
imagination?

e Know your style. Choose a style that suits you, your fiancé, your venue, and one that simply
inspires you!

o Don’t shy away from color. The simple elegance of traditional white is timeless, but color
carried throughout your wedding décor can begin in your invitations to add personality.

e Coordinate your components. A complete wedding suite can range from anywhere from 3 to 10
components or more. Pull together your wedding day with a single design that coordinates all
pieces from save the date cards through thank you notes. Don’t forget important components
for the details such as menus, directions, ceremony programs and place setting cards.

e Be unique. Blend styles, create a marriage monogram, and use your own photo images. Add an
unexpected quote.
